              hurdles and relay exchanges.  Please offer assistance in the meet if possible.

Location and facilities:  

-Bell County High School is located approximately 3 miles south of Pineville on Rt.25E.

-Vehicles should use the lower entrance to the facility, take the first right at the top of the 

  driveway and park in the lot on the right.  

-We have an eight-lane rubberized track with one pit for long and triple jump on the north end of  

  the track.  The high jump, discus, and shot put areas are located at the south end of the track.

-Concessions (food and drinks) will be for sale on the north end of the stadium. 

-Restrooms are also available beneath the stadium seating.

-Tents may be set up behind the stadium stands.

Admission:  Non-contestants will be charged $3.00 per individual.

Starting times:  The track will be open for warm-ups at 5:15.  * For liability and safety concerns, no athlete is to be at a field event venue unless our official with the clipboard and instruments is present.


5:15 pm   -  Coaches and officials meeting at the starting line.

Meet Fees and Registration:               
Entry fee is $65.00 per team (Boys and girls teams are separate.)  All entries will be made in Hy-Tek format.  An additional $10.00 fee will be charged per team for entries not made in Hy-Tek format.  The event file is attached with this email or may be found on the www.ktccca.org website.  Athletes without best performances entered will be seeded as no time or no distance, or no height.

Entries:
-Athletes are allowed to compete in a total of 4 events.  

-Two athletes or one relay are allowed per team per event; please submit accurate best performances so that the seeding of the heats is fair.  First heats will be fastest, last heats will be slowest.  

-Field events (other than high jump) will have 3 attempts with no finals.

-Scratches may be made the day of the meet, but no substitutions or additions will be allowed.

Competition Procedures:

-Each athlete will be assigned a competitor number.  Competitor numbers for your team will be available on the day of the meet or as early as Thursday by email. Competitor numbers go on the back of the right hand.  Make sure you write the number clearly with the bottom of the number toward the fingers.

-When athletes are called for a field event, they should report to the field event venue and check in with the official.  Each athlete will have 3 attempts at for throws or jumps (high jump 3/ height) with no finals.  If an athlete needs to compete in multiple events at the same time, please communicate with the officials at each venue so that he/she may make adjustments in the athlete’s competition order.

-When athletes are called for a running event, they should report to the clerk at the north gate of the track (end nearer to the high school) and register for that event.  We will marshal them down the track from that end.  Athletes’ names, competitor numbers, and schools will be recorded. When athletes come across the finish line for races, they should remain in their lanes until they will have their competitor and lane numbers recorded.  For distance races (800m, 1600m, or 3200m), athletes should remain in line until they have their place and numbers recorded.  Once athletes are excused from the finish line, they should exit the track area through the gate at that end of the track.

Please only allow athletes, coaches and officials on the field.

Awards:

Awards will be made to the top 6 finishers in each event; medals to places 1-3,

Team Awards will be made to the 1st and 2nd place Girls’ and Boys’ teams.

Top-scoring individuals for boys and girls will be recognized.
