Admission:
Non-contestants will be charged $5 per adult and $2 per student or child.

Events: 
4x800, shuttle hurdle relay, 4x200, 4x100, Sprint Medley (100/100/200/400), Distance Medley (800/400/1200/1600), and 4x400.  Shuttle hurdle relay will require two athletes to score (one down and one back the opposite direction).  Field events will require two athletes to score as a team, with a maximum of two relays per event.
Entries:
Maximum of two relays per event. Field events can have up to 2 people, same with the hurdle events.
Scoring:
10, 8, 6, 4, 2, 1 (only one relay can score per school)
Timing:
Hy-Tek and Finish Lynx. Results will be available immediately.
Officials:
Gordon Bocock will be the referee and starter. Evan Robinson will be


running Lynx, and Ashley Lovett will be running Hy-Tek.
Fees:
$70 per school (or $35 per team – boys and girls separate).  Please make checks payable to Model Lab School.  You may bring payment with you the day of the meet without penalty.

Awards will be given for the top six teams per event. 1st and 2nd place
team trophies will be awarded.
