Field events will start at 9:30 and running events will begin at 10:00.

Facility:
A nine-lane, all-weather, 400-meter track with a Mondo X racing surface.


A large bleacher area, concession stand, and water are available.



Tent area is very limited close to the track.



Portable toilets will be available but no dressing rooms or showers.



Parking is available in the front lot of Alumni Coliseum only.  The parking

lot adjacent to the track is for residents, so park there at your own risk.

In case of severe weather athletes will need to return to their team bus.
Admission:
Non-contestants will be charged $5 per adult and $3 per student or child.

Events: 
All normal events will be held at this time, including the Turbo-Jav
Entries:
Three athletes or one relay per event.  Field events other than PV & HJ will have four attempts with no finals. All athletes need to have a performance time included in the Hy-Tek entries so that the meet can be seeded appropriately.
Scoring:
The Patriot Invitational will utilize True Team scoring this year.  All teams will be allowed to enter 3 athletes per event, so in the case of 10 teams the scoring would be 30 (1st place), 29 (2nd place), etc.  All athletes entered will score regardless of time/place/distance.  In the case of 12 teams the scoring will simply be adjusted (multiply # of teams by 3).  This format shows team DEPTH and STRENGH.
Timing:
Hy-Tek and Finish Lynx. Results will be available immediately.
Officials:
Patricia Rouse will be the starter and Kevin Crosby will referee.
Fees:

$55 per team (boys and girls are separate).  $100 if you enter both a boys

and a girls team.  Please make checks payable to Model Lab School.  You may bring payment with you the day of the meet without penalty.

Awards:
All event winners will receive a special ribbon for 1st place.  The awards


will compliment the True Team scoring so that there will be trophies for


the first, second, and third place teams, plus individual team medals for up


to 25 athletes on each of those teams. If you have any questions about


True Team scoring please contact Jason Moncer (jason.moncer@eku.edu)

Scratches and substitutions can be made the day of the meet as long as your athletes already have a competitor number.
